CONNECTING THE BASE (FIG. 1)

1. Plug the two cables into the corresponding sockets on the underside of
the base station. (Fig. A1 & B1)

. Pass each cable through the slots provided. (Fig. C)

. Connect the telephone line cable to the router or the wall socket (Fig. A2)
and plug the power cable into a mains socket. (Fig. B2)

Warning: Always use the power cable provided in the box.

INSTALLING THE HANDSETS AND
CHARGING THE BATTERIES (FIG. 5)

We recommend to keep charging for 15 hours before 1st use.
